Excerpts from Proposition 50

State of California Water Code

79541 River Parkways - $100 million (Secretary for Resources)

Eligible Recipients: Not specified in bond.

Eligible Projects: Acquisition and restoration of riparian habitat, riverine aquatic habitat, and other lands in close proximity to rivers and streams and for river and stream trail projects. Also for acquiring facilities necessary to provide flows to improve water quality downstream. 

Note: Priority for funding projects that are implemented pursuant to approved watershed plans and include water quality and watershed protection benefits.
Proposition 50 Language:  

79541. The sum of one hundred million dollars ($100,000,000) shall be available for appropriation by the Legislature from the fund to the secretary for the acquisition from willing sellers, restoration, protection, and development of river parkways. The secretary shall allocate this money in accordance with Article commencing with Section 78682) of Chapter 6 of Division 24 or pursuant to any other statute that provides for the acquisition, restoration, protection, and development

of river parkways. Priority shall be given to projects that are implemented pursuant to approved watershed plans and include water quality and watershed protection benefits. This money may also be used to acquire facilities necessary to

provide flows to improve water quality downstream.

Eligible Recipients: Public agencies and nonprofit organizations.

Eligible Projects: Competitive grants for projects that improve water supply reliability, water conservation, storm water capture and management, removal of invasive non-native plant, wetlands enhancement or protection, pollution reduction and monitoring, groundwater recharge and management, reclamation, water banking, and watershed management planning and implementation.
Note: Per Ch.240/03, not less than 40 percent of the funds made available shall be fore eligible projects in Northern California and not less than 40 percent shall be available for eligible projects in Southern California.  Projects must include matching funds or donated services from non-state sources.

79570(a) and 79571 - $120 million (State Coastal Conservancy)

Eligible Recipients: The State Coastal Conservancy, other public agencies and nonprofit organizations (e.g. land trusts).

Eligible Projects: Expenditures and grants for projects that protect watersheds including but not limited to: reduction of water contamination, protection of fish and wildlife habitat, reduction in erosion and sedimentation, and restoration of coastal wetlands, riparian areas and floodplains. Ten percent (10%) of the funds shall be used for grants for the acquisition and development of facilities to promote public access to and participation in the conservation of land, water

and wildlife resources.
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
