Comment – Nearly 80% of trees dead or dying

Other Disturbance: beetle infestation, Fire  (Trees susceptible to infestation due to drought)

Engraver beetle infestation- will eat dead trees, but after done-go to live trees
Sedimentation: erosion management after fire-big issue conservation service places logs to control

FAST – Forest Area Task Force, what to do about dead trees Fed $40 mil, channeled through county has prioritized areas: Palomar, Julian. 

· Remove dead trees-protect lives/property 
· Also need to remove slash 
· Mill now reestablished at Mesa Grande.

Comments: Logging, historical- Bay Piling in San Diego Bay 1940’s – Have seed bank (Forest Service conservation service)
