Field Trips to the Watershed
Action:   In the past we have discussed the possibility of doing field trips to the watershed to familiarize members of the WSIG with the issues of focus (concern). Does the WSIG want to do field trips to the watershed, upper, middle, and lower, in lieu of the regular WSIG meetings in September, October, and December 2004 or possibly January 2005?

IE, beginning in September, the WSIG would meet for a brief meeting and depart on a tour of a portion of the watershed. The field trip/meeting would be on the same day the WSIG meets (the fourth Thursday of the month) except November (the fourth Thursday is Thanksgiving). The time would be four hours and could be in the morning or afternoon, depending on the preference of the WSIG members.
