This is a visualization exercise. 

The San Dieguito River WSI is in the process of identifying the issues of concern for the San Dieguito River. There will be a need to prioritize the issues so that a watershed plan can be developed to address the top priorities. 

What the WSIG members may wish to do is visualize what they wish to see the watershed look like in 25 years (2030).

New residential areas within the City of Escondido, the community of Ramona and elsewhere in the watershed will increase the densities substantially to support the increase in population. (The population in the watershed is expected to grow from 125,000 to 212,000 by 2020.) 
There will be increased imperviousness and land modification from the developments that will bring increased pollution and urban flows which will impact the streams and creeks that flow into the San Dieguito River. 

The issues of concern thus far identified may or may not address future problems. 

The questions which we would like you to address are: 

1) 
Chose an area of the watershed from among three choices. 


a) The Lower Watershed (area below Hodges Dam) 


b) The Middle Watershed (area between Hodges Dam to the west side of Ramona)


c) The Upper Watershed (area between the west side of Ramona and Volcan Mountain)

Take two to three minutes to comment on your issues of concern and what you’d like 

to see the area (you choose) look like in 2030.

3) 
Describe what impact the proposed changes in the watershed (additional development) will 

have on your issues.

4) 
Ask yourself what we need to do to address your issues of concern and actions which should 

be taken to fulfill your vision of the watershed in 2030. 
It is hoped that as a result of this exercise the WSIG will begin to develop a common vision for the watershed and that it will assist in better defining and prioritizing the issues and identifying strategies (goals and objectives) to address the issues and fulfill the vision for the San Dieguito River Watershed.
